
 STEP 1. Decorate your paper on 
one or both sides.  If using markers, 
allow time to dry before next step. 

STEP 2. Fold paper in half 
lengthwise by taking bottom edge 
and corners and bringing them up 
to top edge, creasing the fold. 

Materials: 8 1/2 x 11ò Paper, 3/4ò 
wide Scotch Tape, Scissors, Tape 
Measure or Ruler, Markers, Crayons, 
or Pencils, and Thread. 

STEP 3. Measure along folded 
bottom edge to mark 2 1/2ò from the 
left, then  another mark 3 1/2ò from 
the left corner. 

Countries around the world celebrate kite traditions, 
especially in Asia where kites were invented.  If you 
have access to a park or field, you can fly a kite.  Here 
is a simple project you can use to make your own kite. 
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STEP 4. Pull top-left corner of front 
page down to line up with first 2 1/2ò 
mark on bottom edge. Do NOT crease 
(keep fold rounded).  With 1 1/2ò piece 
of tape, secure corner to bottom edge 
(leave half the tape off the paper to 
use on other side). 

KITE FLYING TIPS:  Fly in open areas 
free of trees, power lines, buildings, 
and roads.  Be courteous to those 
around you and mindful of weather conditions ïnever fly if rain or lightning is 
near.  Remember that winds must be behind you as you hold your kite in 
order to fly  ïIf the windôs in your face, youôre in the wrong place!ò

STEP 5. Flip kite over to do the 
same with the other top corner, 
aligning corners to the 2 1/2ò mark.  
Remember not to crease folds.  
Then tape this sideôs corner in place. 

STEP 6.  Find the 3 1/2ò mark along 
bottom edge.  With a 1 1/2ò piece of 
tape, cover the mark on both sides.  
Punch a hole 1/4ò above bottom 
edge. 

STEP 7.  Finally, attach your kite 
line by pulling your thread through 
the hole to tie three knots (do not tie 
first not tight so you donôt pinch or 
tear the hole).  Cut excess thread off 
with scissors.  Now your kite is ready.
