
SPIDER MONSTER  

SCULPTURE PROJECT 

(ages 11 and up) 

This art project lets you create a 3-D 

(three-dimensional) sculpture on a 

small scale, while still working 

mostly on a two dimensional surface 

plane. To be truly sculptural, the 

art should visually change as you 

move around it. 

STEP 1. Choose two colors of 
paint and squeeze a small table-
spoon of each onto the surface of 
your paper. 

Materials: Flat protected surface 
to work on, roll of paper towels for 
messes, thin cardboard/construction 
paper or cardstock measuring about 
8 1/2ò x 11ò, scissors, pencil, ruler, 
acrylic paints, and paintbrush. 

STEP 2. Brush the paint around 
to fill paper, mixing the two colors 
together. Rinse brush, and allow 
paint to dry. 

STEP 3. Flip paper over and 
squeeze another color of paint (just 
one this time) onto the surface.  Brush 
until completely covered. Rinse 
brush and allow this side to dry. 



STEP 4. Fold paper in half in land-
scape position or ñhamburger styleò 
so the solid color is exposed and the 
hinged edge is on left, like a book.  
Place ruler over left fold and mark 
four points along its right side, starting 
from top, at 1ôô, 2 1/2ò, 4ôô, and 5 1/2ò.  

STEP 5. Draw a line from the 5 1/2ôô 
mark down to the bottom edge.  
Remove ruler and draw another 
line from the same mark, going left 
across to the folded edge. 

STEP 6. Place ruler alongside 
bottom edge of folded paper and mark 
three points along the edge at 2 1/2ôô, 
4ôô, and 5ôô. 

STEP 7. Begin drawing lines to 
connect the marks you made.  Start 
with a line from the top-left mark to 
the top-left corner.  Then draw a line 
from the same mark to the bottom-
right mark.  Keep the line close to 
the edge (itôs okay to touch the 
edge).  Allow for creativity by making 
lines wavy or curved. 

STEP 8. Connect the next two marks 
closest to the two you just connected, 
drawing a line from the upper-left to 
the bottom right.  Continue with the 
rest of the marks until they are all 
connected with a variety of lines 
(rounded, jagged, etc.). 

STEP 9. Now cut through both sides 
of the folded paper along the lines 
you drew, starting each cut at the 
bottom edge.
